3. Hazard identification
Harmful by inhalation, contact with skin and if swallowed.

Causes burns.

Causes sensitization if swallowed and contact with skin.

4. First aid measures
Eyes: flush immediately  with water for at least 15 min.. Consult a doctor.

Skin: take immediately a showder and wash the clothes. Consult a doctor.

Ingestion: drink a lot of water, more than possible, and call immediately a doctor. Induce vomiting only on the doctor’s advice.

Inhalation: call immediately a doctor. In the meantime remove the subject to fresh air faraway from the accident place. In case of breathlessness practise artificial respiration adopting all suitable precaution for rescuer.

5. Fire-fighting measures
Cool the containers to avoid decomposition of the product and the development of dangerous substances. Harmful to health and to safety. Wear always a complete fireproof equipment.

6. Accidental release measures

Extinguish sources of ignition; cover the spillage with absorbent material; collect the spilt material and clean the floor and all objects contaminated with water jet. For information relative to the risks for environment and health, respiratory system protection, ventilation and individual protection measures refer to other section of this schedule.

Spillage in water : remove the liquid from the surface with an antispark pomp in a manual way or with a suitable absorbent material. If it is lawful the product could be sunk and/or dispersed with suitable substances in open water.

7. Handling and storage

Handling: avoid contact with skin; avoid contact with eyes; do not breath vapours; use it in a wellventilated place.

Storage: keep the containers in a cool, dry and wellventilated place, away from sources of heat.

8. Exposure controls / personal protections
Against the corrosive properties of the product and in relation with the worktype, it is necessary to use suitable individual protection measures. For example: visor  with  whole  facial, head  and neck  protection,  waterproof and resistent gloves 

and overalls. When using do not eat, drink and smoke; wash yourself thoroughly with water and soap before eating and after working;  showder is recommended. Controll if exist an obligatory periodical medical checkups on the list of  DPR 303/56. In negative case complementary medical examinations are recommended as frequently as estabilished by the referring doctor. Look at also section 15.

10. Stability and reactivity
The product is stable with normal use and storage conditions. In case of heat or fire the product may produce carbon oxides and vapours which would be harmful for health. 

Benzyl alcohol: violence reaction with strong oxidatives and acid. In case of fire may form toxic fume.

11. Toxicological information
The product is irritating and harmful. High concentrations may provocate headache, dizziness, sense of weakness and nausea. The sanitary checkups has to include the neurologycal controll. 

The product is corrosive and provocates burns and vesiculations on the skin with strong burning. In contact with eyes may provocate serious lesions. If swallowed it is necessary to drink immediately a lot of water and send the casualty to the hospital. The possible vapours may damage the respiratory system and may provocate pulmonary edema which sometimes may be evident after some hours.

12. Ecological information
Use the product according to correct working procedures avoid release to  the environment. There are in the section 10 and 16 other particulars and opinions about water toxicity, mobility, persistence, biodegradability and bioaccumulation.

13. Disposal considerations
Examine the possibility to burn the product in suitable incinerator. For this look at point 3.3 of the Interdepartmental Deliberation of 27.07.84.
In case of acid or basic product it is necessary the neutralization before any treatment included biological one if it is possible.

If the waste is solid it is possible to dispose in landfills. The typology of this last one must be recognized according to the criterions fixed in point 1.2 and 4d of the above mentioned Deliberation: This is valid for the empty containers after suitable washing, do not throw in superficial- and groundwater.
